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The ARC is providing these guidelines to assist Owners in planning the construction of exterior

buildings. Owners must obtain the prior written approval of the Architectural Review Committee

before installing any building on a Lot.

1. METAL BUILDINGS: NO metal buildings will be allowed. Any metal building approved by the builder needing replacement, will be replaced in conformance with these guidelines.

2. MATERIALS: Buildings shall be constructed of wood or pre-fabricated vinyl.

3. SIZE: No building shall be smaller than 6 ft. x 6 ft., or larger than 24 ft x 28 ft. Walls to be no higher than 8 ft.

4. SHAPE: Square or rectangular.

5. ROOF: Style will be gable (A shape) with black shingles.

6. OUTSIDE FINISH: Although the preferred siding is vinyl matching the house, storage sheds may have vertical wooden panels as long as the color matches the house color. GARAGES and any building over 144 square feet must have vinyl siding matching the house.

7. COLOR: Sides and trim must match the house sides and trim.

8. LOCATION: No exterior building shall be placed forward beyond the rear corners of the house.

9. SETBACKS: Hall County rules: 144 sq. ft. or less - back and side of structure at least 5 ft. from property line. Buildings over 144 sq. ft. - back and side at least 10 ft. from property line.

10. PERMITS: HALL COUNTY requires a building permit for all structures over 144 sq. feet.

11. CONSTRUCTION TIME:  Construction is to be completed within 120 days from the ARC approval date. The owner may request more time if complications, such as bad weather, prevent completion within 120 days.  

PROCEDURE: Obtain a Request for Architectural Change form from the Management Company and submit your plan. Allow time for approval, since the ARC may take up to 60 days for review. The ARC meets the last Monday of the month. The Management Company will inform you of the ARC decision.
