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HIGHLAND PARK COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION

PROPERTY USE RESTRICTIONS AND RULES JANUARY 2005

These property use restrictions are provided to Highland Park property owners by the Board of Directors and Architectural Review Committee (ARC) as a highlight summary of the rules adopted by the Board and the restrictions set out in Article VI of the declaration of Protective Covenants for Highland Park.

1. FENCES: Chain link fences shall not be installed on any Lot. All fences shall be constructed of wood or vinyl only. Attached are ARC fence guidelines.

2. STORAGE AND EXTERIOR BUILDINGS:  All storage or other exterior buildings must be in compliance with the Storage Building Guidelines (attached), and be approved by the ARC.

3. ARCHITECTURAL CHANGES: All additions or alterations to a home's exterior, including patios and decks, require approval by the ARC. Obtain a request form from the Management Company. Allow time for approval since the ARC may take up to 60 days to review your request.

4. EXTERIOR COLOR: Any change to the exterior color of the house, other buildings, or fence must be approved by the ARC.

5. RECREATIONAL EQUIPMENT: Recreational and playground equipment shall be installed only in the rear of a lot as approved by the ARC. Portable basketball goals may be placed adjacent to driveways. Swimming Pools: In ground or aboveground pools must be approved by the ARC. Pools must be in a fenced area, and pumps, pipes, etc. must be concealed from view by neighboring houses.

6. DRIVEWAYS: Driveways, paths, or sidewalks shall not be altered or constructed unless approved by the ARC.

7. LANDSCAPING: No major alteration of a Lot, such as removal of mounds or berms, should be made without ARC approval. Landscape border edging must be of non-biodegradable material.

8. GREENHOUSES: Greenhouses require ARC approval.

9. YARD CARE: Lawns shall be cut, maintained, and bare spots reseeded/sodded. Curbs and driveways shall be edged. Grass clippings should be removed from the street.

10. MULCH AND GROUND COVER: All areas not covered by grass, plants or concrete will be covered with mulch. Mulch may be pine straw, bark, decorative stones, or any appropriate material that will prevent weed growth.

11. TREES: No trees shall be removed from any portion of a property without the prior approval of the ARC, except for (a) trees that are located within ten feet of a septic field, a sidewalk, a residence, a driveway, or a drainage area and (b) diseased or dead trees. Diseased or dead trees should be removed by the property owner to prevent injury or damage.

12. PARKING: Vehicles shall not be parked on any portion of a Lot other than the driveway or garage.

13. COMMERCIAL AND RECREATIONAL VEHICLES:  No  commercial vehicle, house trailer, mobile home, camper, truck with camper top, boat, or boat trailer or like equipment shall be permitted on any Lot on a permanent basis, but shall be allowed on a temporary basis not to exceed forty-eight (48) consecutive hours. (The temporary removal of a vehicle to break the 48 hours shall not be sufficient to establish compliance with this restriction). Trucks with mounted campers which are an owner's primary means of transportation shall not be subject to this restriction if such vehicles are used on a regular basis for transportation and the camper is stored out of the public view upon removal from the truck. Any of the vehicles in this paragraph may be stored on a Lot, provided such vehicle is kept in an existing garage or an enclosed space approved by the ARC and concealed from view by neighboring houses and streets.

14. USE OF PROPERTY: Lots may by used for single-family residences only. Regardless of zoning allowances, no Lot shall engage in a business or other commercial activity.

15. ANIMALS: No agricultural animals may be kept on any Lot and no animals, including birds, insects, and reptiles, may be kept except solely as household pets and not for commercial purposes. Animals should not be allowed to become a nuisance. No structure for the housing or confinement of any animal shall be placed on a Lot without ARC approval. Dogs which are household pets shall be on a leash whenever they are outside the Lot.

16. MAILBOXES: Mailboxes will consist of a 4x6 inch post upright at a height 54 inches above grade with double routing at top and mansard crown consistent with the builder's original installation. A 4x6 cross arm shall be mortised into the upright. The mailbox should be 38 inches from the ground. Posts are white, and mailboxes black. House numbers are on both sides of the cross arm.

17. GARBAGE CANS: Garbage cans shall be garaged or located so as to be concealed from view of neighboring streets. Containers may be placed at the curb the night before or on the day that a regular pick-up is to be made.

18. SOLID WASTE: No homeowner shall dump rubbish or garbage on any Lot or on common property. Except during approved construction and as approved by Hall County authorities, no person shall burn rubbish garbage, or any other solid waste on any Lot. Except for materials used in building a structure approved by the ARC, no lumber, metals, bulk materials or solid waste of any kind shall be kept, stored, or allowed to accumulate on any Lot, unless concealed in a manner approved by the ARC.

19. NUISANCES: It shall be the responsibility of each Owner or Occupant to prevent the development of any unclean, unhealthy, unsightly or unkempt condition on such       owner's Lot. No noxious or offensive activity shall be carried on within the community.

20. YARD SALES: Yard sales may be held by individual owners on the first and third Friday and Saturday each month, between 8 AM and 4 PM.

REMEDY OF VIOLATIONS: Property owners who are found in violation of the Covenants shall be notified in writing of the violation and needed corrective action. If the violation is not corrected within 30 days from the date of notice, then the following actions may occur:

a) The Board may elect to assess a fine ($ per day) until the violation is                                corrected.     

b) The Board may place a lien against the property for fines in arrears.

c) The Board may foreclose the lien.

d) All costs associated with processing this action, including legal fees, will be                       assessed to the property owner.

Resolution and Appeals: The property owner shall be solely responsible for notifying the Board in writing that the violation has been corrected or that they desire to appeal the action. If warranted, the Board will schedule an appeal hearing with the owner, at which time the Board may modify, dismiss, or uphold the action.

Property Owner: The current registered owner of a lot shall be responsible for any actions on a property. All residents and guests, and those who rent, lease, or otherwise occupy any property are expected to abide by the covenants.
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
